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WHAT IS EDUCATIONAL TALENT SEARCH?  
Educational Talent Search (ETS) is a program to help students graduate from high school 
and enroll in an educational program after high school (college, trade school, etc.).  
ETS is funded by the U.S. Department of Education (TRiO Programs) and operated in 
Cincinnati by the Cincinnati Youth Collaborative (CYC).  
  
WHO CAN APPLY TO JOIN EDUCATIONAL TALENT SEARCH? 
Any Cincinnati Public Schools (CPS) student, who is 11 years old or older, and has the 
potential and desire to complete high school and enroll in college, may apply.  
The CYC Educational Talent Search program only accepts students who attend the 
following schools;   Academy of World Languages, Aiken College & Career, Dater, Hughes 
Center/STEM, Shroder Paideia, Robert A. Taft Information Technology, West Side 
Montessori, Withrow International, Withrow University, & Woodward Career Technical High 
Schools.
